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Description:

MeshLab (http://meshlab.sourceforge.net) is an open source, portable, and extensible system for the

processing and editing of unstructured 3D triangular meshes. The system is aimed to help the processing
of the typical not-se-small unstructured models arising in 3D scanning, providing a set of tools for editing,
cleaning, healing, inspecting, rendering and converting this kind of meshes. The system is heavily based
on the VCG library developed at the Visual Computing Lab of ISTI - CNR, for all the core mesh processing
tasks and it is available for Windows, MacO5X, and Linux.

Use Case:

MeshLab includes a complete tools pipeline {e.g. align the range maps, merge the ranges maps in a final
3D model, align and project textures on top of the 3D maodel etc) supporting the user in assembling data
coming from a 3D scanning acquisition campaign.

MeshLab is, also, able to import the data produced by the Arc3D webserver (http:
to create a 3D model from a set of 2D pictures.

MeshLab has a very wide distribution and user community. The number of downloads was more than 254K
in 2012 and more than 295K in 2013 (figure from Jan. to Now. 2013).

MeshLab has been used in every field (e.g. industrial design, forensic analysis, video games industry,
furnitures design etc) where a 3D model is a valuable asset. The extremely flexible approach based on
huge set of small and indipendent operations makes Meshlab a software product where everyone who
needs to work with a 3D model can find a subset of useful 3D geometric tools for his specific aims.
